In 1977 an ex-pupil, Kiernan McMahon, was appointed as a sawmiller at the Catholic Mission Brahman in 

Papua New Guinea, where he remained for two years.  The mission is situated around  100 kilometres in-

land of Madang (which is a large town on the north coast of the country).  The road to the mission is often 

flooded and the roads impassable. It can take up to 6 hours plus to drive this 100 km. In 1979 construction 

of an agricultural high school was commenced, which at that time was to accommodate a couple of hundred 

boarding students.  In 2008 Kiernan and his wife visited and discovered that the complex now  currently 

educates some 500 boys and 200 girls at the secondary school and 600+ students at the Primary school  

Kiernan will be returned to Brahman in June of this year and has received a request for assistance from the 

Catholic Archdiocese of Madang for the following items.
