Late last term | indicated that our new facilities would be completed by Wednesday 7th July (SECOND WEEK OF
HOLIDAYS). This is now extended by two weeks but still within the contract timeline.

As advertised last week the date for us to move in will now be Friday 30th July. This allows us time to ensure that we
are not dragging mud throughout the new facilities. We are very grateful that despite the most disrupted period of
our lives, our building project has not been impacted greatly by shortages and that it is on time and on budget.

CHILDREN’S CHATTER MATTERS

Focus: Comprehension (Asking for clarification)

Listeners are often very good at picking up signs of misunderstanding such as
blank facial expression, or odd responses. However, sometimes in a busy
household or classroom, these signs can be missed. The child could also be very
good at covering difficulties up. If your child has difficulty understanding
something, they need to ask for clarification. Teach them how to do this, model
appropriate times to do this and reinforce the fact that it is ok to check.

Teach your child these sentences:

e | don’t understand.

® I’'m not sure what you mean. Can you please help?
e Can you please tell me that again?

e | just want to check that | understand. Did you mean...
